ENROLMENT PROCEDURES


1. The ‘Application for Enrolment’, ‘Tuition Agreement’ and ‘Application for Homestay’ forms are all completed and posted or faxed to Freyberg High School, together with an English transcript of a recent school report or Record of Achievement (Freyberg High School will only accept students who have some knowledge of English, as all classroom tuition is in English).

2. A conditional OFFER OF PLACE letter will be posted to the applicant.  This letter states that the student has been offered a conditional place at Freyberg High School and that the school will undertake to provide homestay accommodation.  It will also detail the amount of tuition fees and homestay fees payable by the student.

3. The student’s family will pay the school fees by telegraphic transfer directly into the school’s bank account.  The school’s bank account details are as follows:

4. The school then posts a receipt and a letter acknowledging receipt of tuition and homestay fees to the student and a formal offer of place to the applicant.
5. The student applies for a Student Visa at the nearest New Zealand Embassy.  To obtain a Student Visa and Permit and student will require:

A) The original offer of place letter from the school containing the guarantee of homestay.

B) The original receipt for tuition

C) Valid Passport.

D) A recent Passport photograph.

E) A completed Student Visa application form.

F) Application fee.

6. When the Student Visa has been obtained, the Student can confirm travel arrangements.  The Student will inform the Director of International Students regarding the date and time of arrival in Palmerston North so that the Director of International Students or a representative will meet the student at Palmerston North airport and take them to their homestay accommodation.

APPLYING FOR A STUDENT VISA


To apply for a Student Visa or Permit you will need to supply:

· Completed, signed “AppIication to Study in New Zealand” form

· The application fee (see the leaflet “New Zealand Immigration Guide to Fees”)

· Your passport (must normally be valid until at least 3 months past the date you plan to leave New Zealand)

· A recent passport size photograph

· Evidence of your financial support while in New Zealand. This may be:

· A completed “Financial Undertaking for a Student’’ form; or

· Evidence of $NZ 10,000 per year (and provision of a return ticket); or

· Evidence that homestay costs have been paid to the School.

· An offer of a place at a New Zealand education or training institute.

In addition for a Student Visa to study you must supply:

· Evidence that you have paid your course fees

· Evidence of a guarantee of accommodation

· A letter from the School outlining details of the programme

· Any other documents or information requested by a Visa/lmmigration Officer.

· You may need to provide a Temporary Entry X-ray Certificate if staying for more than six months but not longer than 12 months (evidence of TB screening)
For further information on studying in New Zealand see the “Guide for Studying in New Zealand”.

For Students who have studied for more than two years in New Zealand the following information is also required:

· Completed New Zealand Immigration Service “Medical and X-ray Certificate Form”

· If the Student is aged 17 years or over they are required to provide a police certificate from their home country of citizenship and from any country in which they have lived for 5 years or more since attaining the age of 17 years.

Your application should be sent to your nearest New Zealand Immigration Service Branch or New Zealand Embassy or High Commission.

CURRICULUM & ESOL


Students in Years 9 and I0 take Integrated Studies (English, Social Studies and Information Technology), Mathematics, Science, Physical Education and Health Studies and choose either 4 (Year 9) or 2 (Year 10) options from a range of 12 other subjects.

Senior students have a much wider choice of 5 or 6 subjects from a set of 35 options offered in the senior school. The options cover foreign languages (Spanish and Japanese) English and Mäori, Social Sciences, Mathematics, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Food and Nutrition, Catering/Food Studies, Tourism, Physical Education, Music and Drama, Art, Design and Photography, Computer Science, Text Information Management and Business subjects.

National Certificate of EducatIon Achievement (NCEA):

New Zealand’s new qualification system (NCEA) is gaining international recognition as a world leader.  Students undertake a mixture of internal ‘skills-based’ assessment (which is subject to national moderatIon) and national examinations in Years 11, 12 and 13 and gain credits where they demonstrate skill achievement.

Students may also do multi-level courses. All students receive a national Record of Achievement of completing their studies. 
International Recognition of Qualifications:

By international agreement, the New Zealand Qualifications Authority ensures that New Zealand qualifications are transferrable to the United Kingdom, United States, Australia and Canada.

Sporting Opportunities:

The school has sports teams in many different sporting codes, including athletics, badminton, basketball, canoe polo, cricket, croquet, cross-country, equestrian, golf, field hockey, inline hockey, lawn bowls, netball, rugby, small bore rifle shooting, skiing, soccer, sevens rugby, squash, swimming, table-tennis, tennis, touch rugby, volleyball and water polo.

Outdoor Activities:

Senior students have opportunities through some subjects (e.g. Physical Education, Geography and Biology) to participate in field trips which take them to the Waitomo Caves, rock climbing and to the Ruapehu Volcanic plateau for tramping, plant and land form studies and skiing.

ESOL

A comprehensive ESOL programme is available for all NESB (Non English Speaking Background) students.  English language tuition is provided at all levels in the ESOL room.

Teacher Aides are available to provide assistance in specialist subjects and they accompany students to classes.  

Our ESOL students achieve a high success rate for entry into further tertiary study at New Zealand universities and polytechnics.  A high level of pastoral care and support is available to assist with any personal or homestay problems, if they arise.

CULTURE & SPORT


Music

All students at Freyberg can learn a musical instrument at school. Weekly half-hour lessons are held in class time by qualified tutors. Currently over 200 students are enrolled in the music tuition programme.

Regular concerts and ‘play-outs’ give students the opportunity to perform in public situations. Some years, major trips are undertaken

Performing Arts

This academy caters for students in music, drama and dance.  It offers specialised tuition and performance opportunities through both In-school and after school programmes.

Exciting subjects such as Dance, Audio Engineering, Radio Broadcasting and Music Theatre are offered in the Academy of Performing Arts.

Mission Statement:

Academy members will also receive instruction in nutrition, physiology, biomechanics, psychology, injury prevention/treatment, contracts and career planning, motivation, public speaking, etc.

Individually designed programmes will also see Academy members achieve to their maximum potential in their academic pursuits.

STUDENT CONDUCT AT FREYBERG HIGH SCHOOL

General

· Be well mannered and considerate of other Students at all times.

· Respect school property.  Damage to or stealing property is not acceptable.

· Respect other Students’ rights to learn without interruption.

· Attend all classes and be on time for each class.

Unexplained or unreasonable absences amounting to more than 10 days may result in a Student being excluded from sitting external examinations or from meeting course requirements.  The school has an obligation to inform the New Zealand Immigration Service for poor attendance.  A Student Visa can be withdrawn for poor attendance.

· Students are required to be in attendance on the first day of the year, with no extra time allowed at the mid year holiday.

· Respect the position and authority of staff and the rules of conduct of the school.

· Year 9-11 Students are expected to wear the correct uniform at all times.

· Year 12-13 Students are expected to follow the dress code for senior Students.  No facial piercing is allowed and only one stud per ear is acceptable.

· Wear a helmet at all times when riding a bicycle.

· Bullying, violence or threatening behaviour is not tolerated at any time.

Bullying is any type of behaviour that is harmful to other Students.  Bullying can be physical which is biting, kicking; or verbal bullying which is calling another person names, insults, racist remarks; or indirect bullying is the spreading of nasty stories or excluding someone from a group of people by ignoring them.  The victim of bullying is hurt by the behaviour and action of others.

Smoking

· Smoking is not permitted at school or on the way to and from school at any time.

Student Vehicles

· Students under the age of 20 years must obtain written permission from their Parents or Legal Guardian before buying a car.

· Students must obtain a vehicle pass from the school if they wish to travel to school by car or motorcycle.  Before obtaining a vehicle pass, Students must pass the restricted licence-driving test held by the New Zealand Land Transport Vehicle Authority.  Students who pass the restricted driving test will be expected to undertake a defensive driving course.

· Students may drive in New Zealand for one year with an International Driving Licence or a driver’s licence from their home country provided that they carry an English translation of their licence with them at all times when driving.  After one year the Student will have to sit the New Zealand driving test to obtain a New Zealand Driver Licence.

· Students with a restricted licence may NOT carry passengers in their car AT ANY TIME unless the passenger is over 20 years and has held a full licence for 2 years or longer.  Students are expected to follow and adhere to New Zealand traffic laws at all times when driving.  Students who breach the law are likely to incur significant penalties from the New Zealand Police.

· It is expected that all Students will insure their vehicles.

· Freyberg High School will accept no responsibility for any damage or hard caused as a result of Student use of vehicles.

It is a huge responsibility owning and driving a car and Students must accept responsibility for their actions while driving their vehicles in New Zealand.

Students Are Likely To Be Suspended For

· The use of drugs, alcohol or harmful substances that are not permitted at school or while on a school activity.

· Bullying, violence or threatening behaviour.

· Physical assault on another Student or staff member.

· Verbal assault on another Student or staff member.
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
